Work together to pass out a cup of Goldfish crackers (Chex are available for
those who are gluten and dairy free), a cup of water, and a napkin to each
child. Encourage them not to eat until after you have prayed.

- Pray, asking God to bless your time together and that you will all get to know
Jesus more. Invite a child to pray for the food.

- Enjoy while...

- While eating, ask your class if anyone had any “Lollipops” (good things that
happened) or “Lemons” (bad things that happened) from this last week.

- Lollipops - immediately thank God!

- Lemons - immediately ask if someone would like to pray for their friend’s
“lemon.” Model short, one-sentence prayers.

Supplies:

- Ground Template

- People with palm cutouts
- Jesus cutout , : ,
- Coloring supplies ‘ o
- Glue 27
- Tape

Instructions:

1. Inour lesson, we learned about when Jesus came riding on a donkey,
just as the prophet Zechariah said He would. (Zechariah 9:9) One day,
Jesus will come back, riding on a white horse as King over everything.

2. Pass out the people and Jesus cutouts and coloring supplies. Allow the
kids to color the cutouts.

3. Pass out the ground template and glue. Have the kids fold the folds under
on the people cutouts and glue them along the path on the ground
template

4. Have the kids fold back the tabs on the Jesus template and tape the tabs
together. The bottom of the Jesus cutout should be rounded so it can
stand on its own.

5. The kids can play with they triumphal empty craft “walking” Jesus along
the path.
