Work together to pass out a cup of Goldfish crackers (Chex are available for those who
are gluten and dairy free), a cup of water, and a napkin to each child. Encourage them
not to eat until after you have prayed.

« Pray, asking God to bless your time together and that you will all get to know Jesus
more. Invite a child to pray for the food.

- Enjoy while...

« While eating, ask your class if anyone had any “Lollipops” (good things that happened)
or “Lemons” (bad things that happened) from this last week.

- Lollipops - immediately thank God!

- Lemons - immediately ask if someone would like to pray for their friend’s “lemon.”

In our lesson, we learned that The Holy Spirit changes us so that we want to
obey God, and He gives us power to obey. The Holy Spirit helps us as we tell
others about Jesus. To help us remember the fruit of the spirit, we will be
making a story wheel.

Pass out the two strips of fruit cutouts and tape. Have the kids tape their two strips
together to make one long strip.

Fold “love” over so it’s face-to-face with “Joy”. Fold “Joy” back so it is “back-to-
back with “Peace”. Continue folding the fruit back and forth like this to form an
accordion.

Pass out the heart cutouts and while glue. Glue the “Fruit of the Spirit” heart
cutout to the back of “Love”.

Glue the blank heart cutout to to the back of “Galatians 5:22-23”

Pass out the coloring supplies and allow kids to color the fruit.
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Free Time until Check-out

If time allows, allow the kids to play until their parents arrive.

As kids are getting picked up, check each security label. If they lost their label come
find the coordinator who will help verify the guardian.

Send each kid home with an Activity Page. Show the parent that there are activities
they can do during the week to help disciple their kids at home.
