Gather the kids together and ask these four questions and discus their answers.
- What did you like about todays story
- What did you find confusing about todays story?
- What did we learn about people?
- What did we learn about Jesus?

Snack with “Lollipops & Lemons” and Prayer

Requests
9:25-9:40\\ 11:40 - 11:55

Work together to pass out a cup of Goldfish crackers (Chex are available for
those who are gluten and dairy free), a cup of water, and a napkin to each
child. Encourage them not to eat until after you have prayed.

- Pray, asking God to bless your time together and that you will all get to know
Jesus more. Invite a child to pray for the food.

- Enjoy while...

- While eating, ask your class if anyone had any “Lollipops” (good things that
happened) or “Lemons” (bad things that happened) from this last week.

- Lollipops - immediately thank God!

- Lemons - immediately ask if someone would like to pray for their friend’s
“lemon.” Model short, one-sentence prayers.



Craft
9:40 - 9:55\\ 11:55 - 12:10

Supplies:

- Love God and Love others cutout
- 10 commandments cutout

- Coloring supplies’

- Tape (2 pieces/kid)

Instructions:

1.

SAY: Today we learned that God gave His people rules so they would
know how to live. They also teach out how to love God and loves
others. No one follows the rules all the time. That’s why God sent
Jesus. Jesus never did anything wrong, and He died and came back
to life so we can be forgiven.

Pass out “Love God and Love Others” cutout. Make sure it has been
folded in half down the center like a book.

Pass out the coloring supplies. Have the kids coloring the letters and
decorate how they want.

Pass out the 10 commandments. Make sure it has ben folded backward
in half down the center. Also, make sure the tabs on the bottom have
been folded back.

Pass out the tape. Help the kids cut 2 pieces of tape about 2-2.5" long.
Show the kids how to line the tabs up with the designated spaces on
the “Love God and Love Others” template. Tape the tabs in to place.
NOTE - the 10 commandments will not lay flat onto the template.

When complete and the template is open the 10 commandments
should stand up on the page. When the template is closed like a book,
the 10 commandments should fold down.
