- While eating, ask your class if anyone had any “Lollipops” (good things that
happened) or “Lemons” (bad things that happened) from this last week.

- Lollipops - immediately thank God!

- Lemons - immediately ask if someone would like to pray for their friend’s
“lemon.” Model short, one-sentence prayers.

In our lesson, we learned about how when Ezra read God’s Word, the
people loved God more and changed their ways. The Bible says that
Jesus is “the Word” and it’s Jesus who has the power to change our
hearts.

Pass out one paper plate and bag of clay to each child.

Instruct the kids to mold their clay into a long rectangle.

Show the kids how to roll the short edges like a scroll.

Using the skewer, have the kids write out the word “LAW” on the flat part
of the scroll.

Show the kids how to draw out a heart around the word “Law”.

Make sure the kids write their names on the plate. They can take it home
to finish drying. If parents ask, it takes 24 hours-ish.

If time allows, allow the kids to play until their parents arrive.
As Kids are getting picked up, check each security label. If they lost their

label come find the coordinator who will help verify the guardian.

Send each kid home with an Activity Page. Show the parent that there are
activities they can do during the week to help disciple their kids at home.
